	Safer Gwent Funding for 2024/2025. 

	Summary
	To record the decision of the Police and Crime Commissioner to provide funding to Newport Business against Crime. This will support the continuation of their service in reducing crime and ASB in Newport City Centre during 2024/25.



DECISION
	1.
	The Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act 2011 (the ‘Act’) provides under sections 9 and 10 that the Police and Crime Commissioner for a police area makes crime and disorder grants and acts in co-operation with responsible authorities and makes arrangements with criminal justice agencies for the exercise of functions, so as to provide an efficient and effective criminal justice system for the area.

	2.
	The requirements under the Act have been considered as well as the requirements my predecessors Police and Crime Plan and the current community safety landscape in Gwent.
A budget of £698,568 has been set for community safety and youth offending in Gwent. Of this, £538,928 has been committed for Local Authority and non-Local Authority partners.  

From the remaining budget, the Police and Crime Commissioner has agreed to provide Newport Business against Crime a total of £3,000 to sustain their City Centre wide radio link system for the remainder of the 2024/25 financial year.  Newport Business against Crime work with City Centre retailers and licensed premises to provide support and coordination to reduce crime and anti-social behaviour in Newport City Centre.



	4.
	The arrangements for the award will be set out in a Grant Agreement which includes appropriate terms and conditions, purpose of the award and payment, monitoring and reporting arrangements.  
As a minimum, in order to monitor the progress of funded projects, and provide reassurance that funding allocated is effectively meeting Policing Priorities in Gwent, as outlined in the Police and Crime Plan, Newport Business Against Crime are required to submit appropriate and relevant monitoring information detailing:
· Project Activity;
· Project Outcomes;
· Breakdown of financial expenditure;

Newport Business against Crime will be required to accept the terms and conditions of the grant, which will be outlined in supporting documentation and by signing and returning the relevant OPCC documentation.
